56 new companies have filed 
vouchers since January 2009, 
resulting  in a 53% increase in 
the number of businesses 
utilizing the hiring tax credit 
from 2008 

89 positions were created 
and 491 positions were     
retained as a result of the 
SBVEZ incentives. An          
additional 130 ancillary jobs 
were also created by the 
zone.
